Departmental Order N°128/1 on Banning the Import of Palms
(Seedlings and Trees) and some Decorative Seedlings

The Minister of Agriculture,

Seen decree n°/14953/ of July 19, 2005 (formation of the government),

Seen decree-law n°97/83 and its amendments (merging public institutions into the
Ministry of Agriculture...)

Seen decree n°/5246/ of June 20, 1994 (organization of the Ministry of Agriculture and
appointment of its personnel...), in particular its article 63,

Seen law n°/778/ of November 28, 2006 (plant quarantine and phytosanitary measures),
in particular its article 6,

In order to prevent the Rhynchophorus ferrugineus found in some countries from being
moved to Lebanon, and given the serious threat such pest poses to palm trees in
Lebanon,

In order to prevent the Fusarium oxysporum disease found in Morocco, Algeria and
Mauritania from being transmitted to Lebanon, and given serious threat such pest poses
to palm trees in Lebanon,

Seen the public interest,

Seen the opinion of the Directorate of Agricultural Resources,

Seen the proposal of the acting Director General of Agricultural,

Orders the following:

Article One:
The import of the following fruitful and decorative palm trees and seedlings and the
decorative saplings shall be banned:

Phoenix canariensis, Phoenix dactylifera, Phoenix sylvestris, Phoenix theophrasti,
Washingtonia sp., Trachycarpus fortunei, Areca catechu, Arenga pinnata, Borassus
flabellifer, Calamus merilli, Caryota maxima, Caryota cumingii, Cocos nucifera,
Corypha gebanga, Corypha elata, Elaeis guineensis, Metroxylon Sagu, Oreodoxa regia,
Sabal umbraculifera, Livistona decipiens, from the following countries: Bangladesh,
Bahrain, Egypt, Jordan, Kuwait, Iraq, Qatar, Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, United Arab
Emirates, Syria, Turkey, Cambodia, China, India, Indonesia, Iran, Japan, Laos,
Myanmar, Pakistan, the Philippines, Singapore, Sri Lanka, Taiwan, Thailand, Vietnam,
Papua New Guinea, Solomon Islands, Samoa, Spain, Italy, France, Cyprus and Crete
Island. Kfo
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Article Two:

The import of fruitful and decorative palm trees and seedlings Phoenix canariensis,
Phoenix sylvestris, Phoenix dactylifera from Morocco, Algeria and Mauritania shall be
banned.

Article Three:

The present departmental order shall exclude the seedlings resulting from tissue culture
based on a certificate from the producer provided that the seedlings shall be aged no
more than two years and that the trunk diameter at the base shall be no more than five
centimeters.

Article Four:
The present departmental order shall be published at the official gazette, notified and
enforced after one month from the date of its publishing.
